“Back to the Basics” – Reviewing Luther's Catechism
The Ten Commandments
The 1st Commandment
You shall have no other gods.
What does this mean?
We should fear, love, and trust in God above all things.
1. What does it mean to ‘have a god’?
2. Define the word ‘fear’.
Explain what Luther meant by ‘we should fear God above all things’.
3. Define the word ‘love’.
Explain what Luther meant by ‘we should love God above all things’.
4. Define the word ‘trust’.

Explain what Luther meant by ‘we should trust God above all things’.
5. Idolatry is the worship of a false god, an idol. “Open idolatry” happens when people worship someone or something other than the only true God, the Trinity. Cite modern-day examples of open idolatry and the false teachings associated with them. 
“Secret idolatry” happens when people secretly give someone or something, instead of the Lord, top priority in their hearts. Cite examples of people or objects a person might idolize.
6. How do Jesus’ words in Matthew 6:24: “No one can serve two masters” address the temptation to love something in this world as much as God? Apply this to money, family, job, possessions.
7. Martin Luther called work-righteousness the height of idolatry. What did he mean by that?
8. How has Jesus perfectly obeyed this commandment for us?
9. Why might a Christian say, “The First Commandment is my favorite. It convicts me of so much sin that I just have to love my Savior all the more”?
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
