The Ten Commandments
The 3rd Commandment
Remember the Sabbath day by keeping it holy.
What does this mean?
We should fear and love God that we do not despise preaching and His Word, 

but regard it as holy and gladly hear and learn it.
1. Read Leviticus 23:3 (EHV) “On six days work may be done, but on the seventh day there shall be a sabbath of complete rest, a holy convocation. You shall not do any work. It shall be a sabbath to the LORD in all the places you live.” What was God’s special desire for His people in Old Testament times, according to this commandment?
2. Read Colossians 2:16-17 (EHV) Therefore, do not let anyone judge you in regard to food or drink, or in regard to a festival or a New Moon or a Sabbath day. These are a shadow of the things that were coming, but the body belongs to Christ. What does this reveal about how we are to follow Old Testament worship laws and practices?
3. Read Colossians 3:16 (EHV) Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly, as you teach and admonish one another with all wisdom, singing psalms, hymns and spiritual songs, with gratitude in your hearts to God.
Read Hebrews 10:25 (EHV) Let us not neglect meeting together, as some have the habit of doing. Rather, let us encourage each other, and all the more as you see the Day approaching.
In the light of these passages, what is God’s will for us today according to this commandment?
4. Why did the early Christian Church choose Sunday as its day of worship as ‘a remembrance,’ even calling Sunday ‘the Lord’s day’ (Revelation 1:10)?
5. Give some examples of ways we might be tempted to ‘despise the Word’.
