“Back to the Basics” – Reviewing Luther's Catechism
The Ten Commandments
The 6th Commandment
You shall not commit adultery.
What does this mean?
We should fear and love God that we lead a pure and decent life in words and actions,

and that husband and wife love and honor each other.

1. God protects His gifts of sex and marriage in this commandment. Define marriage on the basis of Genesis 2:24 (EHV), “For this reason a man will leave his father and mother and remain united with his wife, and they will become one flesh.”
2. In addition to enjoying a God-pleasing sexual union, what other blessings does the Lord give to a man and woman who are married?
3. What sins against this commandment does God address in the following passages?
1 Corinthians 6:9-10 (EHV) Do not be deceived. Neither the sexually immoral, nor idolaters, nor adulterers, nor males who have sex with males, nor thieves, nor the greedy, nor drunkards, nor the verbally abusive, nor swindlers will inherit the kingdom of God.
Matthew 5:28 (EHV) “But I tell you that everyone who looks at a woman with lust has already committed adultery with her in his heart.”
Malachi 2:16 (EHV) He hates divorce! That is what the LORD, the God of Israel, says.
4. We live in an over-sexualized society. How can Christians - young and old, single and married - live a ‘pure and decent life in words and actions,’ when sexual temptations abound?
5. Are there scriptural grounds for ending a marriage in divorce? Explain.
6. Respond to the following:

Homosexuality is not always sinful because some people are just born that way.
Pre-marital sex is acceptable for engaged couples because God knows they will be married soon.
7. Read Hebrews 7:26 (EHV) This is certainly the kind of high priest we needed: one who is holy, innocent, pure, separated from sinners, and exalted above the heavens. How did Jesus show a high regard for God’s gifts of sex and marriage, and  save us from our sins against this commandment?
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
