The Ten Commandments
The 7th Commandment
You shall not steal.
What does this mean?
We should fear and love God that we do not take our neighbor’s money or property, or get it by dishonest dealing, but help him to improve and protect his property and means of income.

1. What does Psalm 24:1 (EHV), “The earth is the LORD’s, and everything that fills it, the world and all who live in it,” reveal about the ownership of all possessions?
How do we acquire earthly possessions and wealth?
Why is it fitting to call ourselves stewards, managers, or care-takers of all that we possess?
2. According to the following passages, what responsibilities does the Lord place on us regarding the use of our money and possessions?

2 Corinthians 9:7 (EHV) Each one should give as he has determined in his heart, not reluctantly or under pressure, for God loves a cheerful giver.
1 Timothy 5:8 (EHV) But if anyone does not provide for his own family, and especially for his own household, he has denied the faith and is worse than an unbeliever.
1 John 3:17 (EHV) Whoever has worldly wealth and sees his brother in need but closes his heart against him – how can God's love remain in him?
Romans 13:7a (EHV) Pay what you owe to all of them: taxes to whom taxes are owed, revenue to whom revenue is owed.
3. List some ways that this commandment is broken.
4. How can we apply this commandment in regarding our offerings given to our gracious Lord?
5. Give examples from Jesus’ life of how He perfectly obeyed this commandment. 
Besides following this commandment by showing a proper regard for God’s gifts of money and earthly possessions, what did Jesus do to save us from our sins against this commandment?
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
